Don’t just state that you're passionate about something. Show it! Provide examples of experiences or activities
that demonstrate that passion. This will help bring your essay to life and make it more compelling for the reader.

4. Lastly, pay attention to the structure and mechanics of your writing. Make sure your essay has a clear
introduction, body, and conclusion. Present your ideas in a logical and cohesive way. Proofread your essay
carefully for grammar and spelling errors and consider having someone else read it over as well to provide
feedback.
